Obituary - Florence Walker 

Passed away 14 February, 2006.  Although Florence Walker was not a swimmer, she contributed much in so many other ways. It began in the 1960’s with the Elizabeth Swimming Club – of which she was a Life Member. Her daughter, Gillian Laughton recalls that Florence’s old-style, pre-digital stopwatch still sits in her unit somewhere. 
During the 1970’s she was Chief Recorder – and the paid Office Worker for SA Swimming. If a major swim was on she would work in the office much of the day, then move to the recording room in the evening. She was a Life Member of SA Swimming. Florence ultimately had to leave that job in 1980/81 due to her husband’s illness – but she was approached by some members of AUSSI to accept the position of Secretary/Registrar – a job she could do from home. 

Gillian also recalls – “Mum could pick her swimmers . . . she spotted Michael Klim at a meet in Adelaide well before he became a star, and always loved watching him swim.” 
A further indication of her selfless dedication was shown when she broke her writing arm at the Welcome Function for the 1994 Masters Games – Florence and Gillian were still able to enter all swim times onto the cards. AUSSI SA offers its sympathy to all her family and friends.
