Keith Kendall (Kit) Simons joined Adelaide Masters AUSSI in 1976.  He was elected Vice President of that club in 1979.  He was a member of the Organising Committee for the 1980 AUSSI Nationals held in Adelaide.  In 1981 Kit was elected President of Adelaide Masters, a position he held for two and a half years, and was that club’s representative on the State Council of clubs during that period.

In 1984 Kit was elected to the State Branch Executive.  He worked as coordinator of interclub meets, State Cups and Long Swims for a few years, and then became the first State Branch Carnival Director.  He was on the committee that planned the 1986 AUSSI Nationals in Adelaide, and was the Carnival Director for that event.  Kit was Carnival Director for the 1989 2nd Australian Masters Games, also held in Adelaide.  Kit assisted with the planning of the 1994 AUSSI Nationals and was Carnival Director.
Kit retired from the State Branch after the 1994 Nationals.  He continued to assist the Branch with pool and open water swims.  In 1997, Kit was the swimming organiser for the first SA Regional Masters Games.

After 14 years of service to AUSSI SA Branch Keith Simons was elected as our third Life Member.
