[bookmark: _GoBack]Mary’s first foray into Masters Swimming was at time trials at the Norwood Parade Pool under the guidance of Club Founder and Coach, Josie Sansom in May, 1978. With encouragement from Josie Mary entered interclubs and attended eleven National Swim Meets, including Melbourne, Sydney, Canberra, Perth and Darwin. Mary’s previous swimming experience had been as a member of the Water Ballet (as it was then known) and as a Level 1 Synchronised Swimming Coach. Interest in Masters swimming was at an all-time high and Mary enjoyed the camaderie and friendship of fellow swimmers.
 
With her sister, Diana, they started marshalling at swim meets and were accredited in 1993, enjoying the interaction with other Club swimmers. This developed into marshalling at National Australian Masters Games, Mildura Regional Masters, State Titles and the 2007 World Police and Firemen’s Games held in Adelaide. Mary was awarded Life Membership of Adelaide Masters in 2010 and has enjoyed her association with the club.
