
2025 MSSA Open Water Swim Championships Summary 

 

The 14th annual MSSA Open Water Swim Championships were held at Somerton Beach on 12 January. 
Conditions were excellent with a light breeze, relatively flat seas, and very clear water. There were 163 entries 
(156 swam), close to a record for this event. 

The overall Female and Male winners in the 3 km event were Leila Nazimi (SHB) and Liam McHugh (SUS) while 
the 1km winners were Stephanie Palmer-White (SAM) and Leif Mosley (Swimming SA).  

Branch Team Trophies were hotly contested with Marion winning the Aggregate Points Trophy (ahead of Atlantis 
and Henley Beach) while Adelaide Masters won the Average Points per Swimmer Trophy (just ahead of Henley 
Beach and Phoenix).  

Golden Marlin trophies for completing 10 Marion swims were presented to John Dundon (SPM), Helen 
Haberfield (STT) and Paul Bogacki (NM) while Barb Pearce  (SMR) and Jo Sutcliffe (SPM)  were presented with 
20-year awards. 

The Barb Pearce Trophy, awarded to the oldest female to complete all open water swims in the 2023-24 Open 
Water Series was presented for the second year in a row to Eithne Mayton (STT), age 73.
